The meeting was opened with Fr. Steven leading with the Pastoral Planning Prayer.  September meeting minutes were approved with motion by Vicki Neuner, second by Amy Wilson.

PASTOR’S REMARKS:  Fr. Steven distributed packets of information to attendees, which contained information and statistics regarding the Archdiocese of Louisville Parish Planning Process 2025-2026.  Father advised he received this information at the recent Deanery meeting, which included 17 parishes in Deanery 2.
Information included information about each parish in Deanery 2.  We are asked, as a parish, to make recommendations based on this information and instructions .  This phase goes through end of January.  Need to work on assumption that we will have 20% fewer priests available.   There are 110 parishes in Archdiocese, with 57 in Jefferson County.  Currently 13 active priests in Deanery 2.  There are 43 weekend Masses celebrated in 17 parishes.  Statistic shows total seating capacity for 17 parishes is 8810, with estimated actual attendance 6156.  Father distributed separate sheet showing information for the 5 Dixie Hwy corridor parishes: St. Lawrence, Mary Queen of Peace, Incarnation, St. Paul, St. Peter the Apostle (this sheet was also sent prior to meeting by Matt).  We all need to review this information and review, pray about it, discuss further at November PC meeting.  Be creative, open to new ideas, with ability to grow & thrive with healthy parishes and priests.


Parishioner concerns: none

Committee Reports:
-Budget has been finalized
-Grounds and maintenance-getting parking lot resealed and restriped, Matt wants input on what needs stripes, DeeDee wants lane markers for car rider lanes, direction arrows will be added back in, speed bumps repainted, Commonwealth Paving doing the work, need speed bumpy church extended
-Boosters-golf scramble this coming Sunday, still looking for sponsors, had two more trees taken down inside fence line, sports are going well
-Faith Formation-excited about Eucharistic Miracles of the world, going to be set up December 13th and 14th, planning on doing advent wreath making event again maybe 11/19, retreat scheduled for 10/17, need ideas for Lent
-NDA-school is going well, principal is at ACE principal academy event, trunk or treat at MQOP, MAP testing is complete, Main Event is 11/8
-Worship-see Karen’s report, Matt wants to keep scheduler tool, need to look at other options because the system is expensive, DeeDee reports that religious ed kids will be signing up to do gifts at mass
-CLOUT-majority people in listening session reported biggest concern is gun control, homelessness, lack of resources in southend, next session second week of october and will combine concerns across listening sessions and determine priorities, still doing elderly assistance in home and mental health and transparency in policing
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Old Business and random discussions:
-talked about constitution, committee still working on it and will bring decisions to council soon
-gathering space renovation on hold due to realization of snowball effect or needed repairs and financial concerns
-Father reports that we are on track with tithing and budget
-need to remove bench outside Karen’s office, may create security problems
-discussed locking doors during mass, they are locked during school mass, maybe use ushers as security help.

WORSHIP/MUSIC (report sent by Karen prior to meeting):
· We have and will continue on occasion to go over a few pieces of music that will be sung with the assembly gathered, 5 minutes prior to mass; this does allow for a private prayer prior to mass as well. It seems to be very helpful and I’ve had a few people thank me for the refresher of the tunes.
· The weekend of the 20/21 is the weekend for the liturgical ministries. I do hope and pray that stewardship brings more people to the table the more the merrier it would be easier on everyone.
· I have been inquiring and researching about the situation with our MSP, which is the ministry scheduler pro. We have this tool until December 2026 so we have it for another year. It is a very useful tool.
I’ve talked to several people (some in the parish some outside the parish). Those in the Parish had what they considered, “headaches and nightmares” with scheduling ministers before we had the MSP scheduling tool on board.  The few that I spoke with who do not have MSP wish they did or some system of scheduling. There were some others that thought their parish did not need a tool.  I will look at this again, closer to December 2026. I have had someone offer to pay for the program at its time of renewal.
• I will be attending a workshop October 4 with Fr. Steven at Holy Spirit. The presenter topic is on “what makes music appropriate for worship?”I do try to attend events, such as these, with an open mind.
