The meeting was opened with Fr. Steven leading with Prayer.  October meeting minutes were approved with motion by Dee Dee Nauert, second by Beth Rich.

PASTOR’S REMARKS:  Fr. Steven began by advising that Karen Kuenzig resigned, with her last day at St. Lawrence being November 30.  Was not expected, was her decision.  Noted that Karen is talented and dedicated to serving, and will be difficult to replace.  Parish is grateful for her time at St. Lawrence.  Deacon Ted Marks is putting together a job description to post for opening.  Minimum requirements include music degree or equivalent experience, knowledge of Mass Liturgy, communication skills, organizational skills.  Salary range is set by Archdiocese.  Patrick Hughes has agreed to fill in on a temporary basis.  Will meet with him to go forward.  Hoping to have the NDA children’s choir sing at Christmas Eve Mass.   Deacon Ted advised that Patrick Hughes’ roll at St. Lawrence will be as accompanist.  Other committees/functions that Karen handles will be addressed separately.  Steve McNeil offered to be liaison with choir and cantors.  Will figure out how to move forward for Worship coverage and schedules.  Discussion followed regarding Art & Environment tasks – Parishioners need to decide how to handle.  Further discussion regarding setup before Mass.  Fr. Steven noted there is a role of Sacristan on Stewardship form.  More discussion regarding filling the roles – Suggestion made for Fr. Steven to ask for involvement from the pulpit –define needs - encourage parish to step up.  Further discussed contacting previous chairpersons before Karen took over.  Ted Marks will take over the Ministry scheduler until new person is hired.  Noted Susan Goebel is administrator for Facebook.  More discussion regarding streaming and the screens/slides.  
Christmas Eve Masses are scheduled for 4:00 PM and 10:00 PM.  Christmas Day Mass at 10:30 AM.

Chairman’s Remarks:  Matt asked Council to discuss what worked well in past, and what didn’t work well.  Council agreed they prefer songs/music that is familiar so congregation can participate at Mass.
Discussion followed regarding the new Communion process.  Need more precious blood offered.   Fr. Steven said he will consider suggestions/issues.  

Stewardship Participation:  More forms are coming in after info put on NDA Blast.  Question asked regarding if parents are being held accountable to requirements shown in NDA handbook.  Discussion followed.  Fr. Steven will talk to Ashley Titus about NDA tuition discount and if families are enrolled as parishioners to receive discount, or non-reduced rate.  Discussed how self-reporting helps parents to reflect as to their participation.  Discussed new music minister being involved with NDA.  Fr. Steven noted that he, Ashley, and Fr. Joseph will meet next week after school Mass.

Faith Formation :  Deacon David Maxwell sent report prior to meeting:  
Advent Wreath Making Event Nov. 19th- We had about 12 wreaths that were made. Several families worked together- Andrea and Kelly provided plenty of food. It was a fun time with good fellowship. Most attended the 5:30 pm Mass and then met in the Community room with Christmas music and enjoyed the special time together
 Miracles of the Eucharist- Dec. 6th-8th - Scheduled times- Sat. Dec. 6th from 2:00 pm- 7:00 pm - Sunday Dec. 7th from 8:30 am- 3:00 pm -   Monday Dec. 8th- Display remains for NDA.  We ran an ad in the Record this week inviting all parishes.  We have volunteers scheduled to monitor the display each day. 
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Faith Formation Report continued:
Deacon Dave is currently reading the book, “52 Masses”, by Daniel Markham- will confer with Father Steven about the possibility of Mr. Markham to come and have a presentation to the parish during Lent, at no charge.
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Chosen Season 4- scheduled to start February 2nd, 2026 and end on March 24th. The final episode ends with Jesus entering Jerusalem with His disciples on a donkey. This will coincide with Palm Sunday the following weekend. 
The Catholicism series continues in the Community room each Sunday between the masses. We are currently on episode 8 of 10.

Grounds & Maintenance:  Matt reported that the Planning and Maintenance Committee is planning to meet in January, but  additional volunteers are needed for this ministry.  The planning for a sign on Fr. Meder Road has been put on hold as the Archdiocese proceeds through the Parish Planning Process.  We will put together a plan to remove the old sign on the Rockford Lane property.

PARISH PLANNING PROCESS
Matt asked Council for recommendations after reviewing the information given previously, in regard to Deanery 2.  Lengthy discussion followed on following points which were included in meeting agenda for discussion & consideration:
1. How many parishes and priests are needed to provide effective ministry in the Dixie Highway corridor?  (Assume 20% reduction in priests anticipated.)
2. Should St. Lawrence recommend the closure or merger with any neighboring parishes and/or schools?
3. If parish/school consolidation is deemed necessary, why should the St. Lawrence campus remain an active parish/school?
4. How many total priests should be assigned in the deanery, and in what way?  For example, do any parishes need more than one priest?  Should some parishes share a priest?  Should priests be assigned to other ministries such as high school chaplaincy, etc?
Fr. Steven advised he would like to share some of Council’s ideas with parish at large.  Question - should we reach out on personal basis first with individuals in parish, or with a Town Hall meeting?  Each parish in Deanery 2 will send recommendation to Archdiocese.  Fr. Steven will send out a Google form, with questions,  for Council members to state their recommendations.   

Motion to adjourn by Danielle Wiegandt.  Meeting was closed with everyone praying The Lord’s Prayer.
